We want everyone who attends a live theatre performance to thoroughly enjoy that performance.  As educators, we intend to encourage enthusiasm and respect for the theatre.  Please keep in mind common courtesy for our performers, as well as your fellow audience members.   What follows are our policies, and a few reminders of theatre etiquette, to promote a positive experience for everyone in the theater.

Theatre Opening

It is our policy to open the house 30 minutes before curtain.

Late Seating

Patrons arriving late to a CCHS Drama production will be seated at the discretion of theatre staff, in the rear of the auditorium, to avoid disturbing the artists on stage and fellow audience members.  Latecomers may take their ticketed seats at intermission.

Food & Drink

No food or drinks are permitted in the auditorium.

Cameras

Copyright laws prohibit photographing or recording a performance.  In addition, any light or sound may distract the performers and those around you.  Cast and crew members will be available for pictures in the lobby after each performance.

Noise


Please silence all cell phones, pagers, electronic watches, and other noisemakers, and refrain from talking or unwrapping candy during the performance.  If you must take an emergency call, please wait until you’ve reached the lobby.  Noise is distracting to the actors and members of the audience.

Coming & Going

Please refrain from entering or leaving the auditorium during the performance.  If you must exit, please wait until a scene change.  The light spilled from opening and closing the auditorium doors is distracting to all those in the theater.

Children

Please bring children to age-appropriate productions.  Parents are best qualified to determine what is appropriate for their children.  To help you make an informed decision, we encourage you to seek additional information.  We do urge parents to consider their children's interests, maturity and attention span, as well as the rights of the people seated around them.

If you bring a child, please make sure etiquette is part of the experience.  If your child becomes restless, please move to the rear of the auditorium or the lobby.
